KEDGE Business School uses the French grading system. In France, students’ work is evaluated with a 

score from 0 to 20 points. In order to pass an exam a student needs a score of at least 10 points out of 20. 

The meaning of the grades is as follows: 

A score between 15/20 and 20/20 is a very good score. 19/20 and 20/20 are not often awarded and reflect a 

nearly perfect exam. 

A score between 10/20 and 14/20 is an average score. A 10/20 means that a student has barely passed the 

exam while a 14/20 demonstrates a good grasp of the topic taught. 

A score between 7/20 and 9/20 is an insufficient score. Students with these scores only had a general 

understanding of the topic taught. 

A score between 0 and 6 is a very insufficient score. A 0/20 is not often given but demonstrates that the 

student could not be graded. It is often given when a student misses an exam, did not provide the work 

required or in case of cheating.
